Rhetorical Modes Essays
We have looked at essays that employ various methods to develop an argument.  Though each of these essays employs a variety of modes at moments throughout, each has one primary method of argumentation – a term used loosely here.  

You will write three original essays on topics of your own choosing that each employ one of the modes we have recently examined.  These essays should exhibit some creativity and should have a clear voice, but they should also each have a point, a point that is developed through the chosen mode.  Don’t forget about rhetorical strategies and elements of good writing as you write these essays.  Write about topics you enjoy, topics that are important to you, and have fun!

Each final essay should be 2-3ish pages typed.  Be sure to identify in your heading which mode you are utilizing.  DO NOT make me guess.
Choose three of the following modes in which to write your essays:

Process analysis
Cause/effect

Compare/contrast

Description
Narrative (see EB White)

Each essay is worth 100 points
Due: no later than Friday, January 10, 2020 (printed copies in class and on turnitin.com by 11:59 pm)
You may choose to submit the essays as you finish them or all at once.  Regardless, plan/budget your time wisely so that you are able to fully develop and revise each essay, and don’t be afraid to use the Writing Center and/or classmates to brainstorm ideas, strengthen your writing, or receive helpful feedback.
You will have class time on Jan. 2 and 3 to work on these essays, but most work will need to be done on your own time this week and when we get back in January.  (If you so choose, you can also use time over break to write, but if you budget your time well, you won’t need to do this.)
